Unidentified Perpetrator Protocol

Technical Assistance (TA) to be provided by Theresa Costello, National Resource Center for Child Protective Services

The TA will facilitate the development of a 3 step protocol to be used in all cases in which the perpetrator is unidentified and a child is seriously injured.  The protocol will include 1) examination and documentation of the safety threats which are present when the child is young, injuries are significant and the perpetrator is unknown (unexplained injuries or caregivers deny knowledge); 2) case planning development which requires behavioral and measurable case plan goals and tasks to assure a focus on increased protective capacity (even in the absence of an admission or acknowledgement of responsibility for the child’s injury) and 3) a plan for reunification which requires a highly structured and CWS managed in-home safety plan to assure the safe integration of the child back into the home.
